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Disasters happen.  
 
We know it can happen.  We know it did happen.  And, we know it will happen again in San Diego. The 
question is NOT whether we are going to have another disaster in San Diego but when is it going to occur 
and what will it be the next time and will we, specifically you and I, be prepared for it? 
 
San Diego is susceptible to fires, obviously, but what about the next big earthquake, and if that is a few 
miles offshore, the tsunami that would wipe out Coronado, Pacific Beach, Mission Beach and Imperial 
Beach.   
 
Our weather has changed and will open San Diego up to devastating hurricanes from the South.  We had 
one this year that got within a few hundred miles.  And then there are the one’s we don’t want to think 
about like cruise ships, aircraft, terrorist or even nuclear. 
 
The question is what can we do BEFORE the disaster. My opinion is that we should be proactive in the 
preparation for the next disaster. 
 
TAKE CARE OF YOUR OWN: 
 
First of all make sure you and your family are not in harms way and if they are, they are prepared for a dis-
aster. As boaters we have a great advantage over many other residents of San Diego because we have a 
second home that will be un-phased by most disasters except tsunamis and hurricanes.   
 
Our boats have secondary power supplies, fairly secure locations, means of propulsion, etc.  But we need 
a few additional items to make us self sufficient for a few days, usually 72 hours.  A few of the items we 
should keep on board for emergencies: 
 
            1.  Maintain full water tanks that will provide the entire family a gallon a day. 
            2.  Maintain full fuel tanks for power. 
            3.  Maintain your batteries so you will have communications and power. 
            4.  Maintain some emergencies supplies of food that will last for years. 
            5.  Maintain an up to date first aid kit with your prescriptions. 
            6.  Discuss with family who to contact out of the area 
            7.  Determine how to get to the boat in case the roads and normal transportation 
                        Is compromised. 
            8.  Don't for get the pets and their needs. 
 
 BEFORE THE PROBLEM  -- PLAN 
 
 The Coast Guard Auxiliary is constantly working on preparedness.  We have classes for our members on 
Communications, Search & Rescue, Incident Command, First Aid and almost anything the Coast Guard 
can be called on to do.  We are generally not first responders but our job is to back up the professionals in 
their duties.

Club Yard Rules:   
Insurance: rules apply to all boats and trailers that are kept at the club Boat 
Storage   
Requirements: Minimum of $100/300 Thousand Liability insurance.   
List the Club as "Additional Insured".  
Provide "Proof of Insurance" to the Club.  
Provide copy of "DMV Registration" to Club.  
Vessel and trailer Registration Stickers must be current and on the boat.  
Trailers & boats must be operational i.e.; tires aired up, etc  
Boat Storage Rental Agreement must be current.   
Boat Storage is limited to members only and designated Satellite groups.    
Remove weeds and trash around boats regularly  
No Fueling or repairing boats on premises  
Boat Storage to contain no junk, personal property, liquids (water) of any type  
 or Hazardous materials (oil & etc.).   
No painting of boats on premises  
Tie down tarps, replace worn tarps, and remove water standing in boats and repair flat tires.  
Remove all debris including boat parts.  
No canopies allowed.  
No new sheds to be moved into the boat yard spaces  
Storage Lockers acceptable and not to exceed 3” H x 6” L 4 x W.   
Areas around boat and fence to be maintained   
Abandoned Boats, Trailer and equipment to be removed   

  
Boat Spaces are available. New members with boats are to be moved in with approval of the Boat Yard Chairperson, 
they must have the proper paperwork and be members of the Club.  Boat Spaces are available.
